Natural methods tend to be divided into two categories: Ovulation
method (OM) and Sympto-Thermal method (STM). Ovulation
methods rely on the presence of cervical mucus (observed by paying
attention to the sensation and the visual aspects) in order to identify
fertility and infertility while sympto-thermal methods add
temperature. What works well for one individual may not work well
for another.
